· The list must be typewritten (font size 12, double spaced per item in the list).

· A panel of judges coming from the Pro-Life Board of Trustees and Secretariat will sort out the lists of the contestants.
· The entry with the most number of pro-life activities, ways, means, or interventions is the winner.

· Members Pro-Life Philippines’ Secretariat, Board of Advisers, and Board of Trustees and their relatives up to second degree of consanguinity of are not eligible to join this contest
